An Inductive Study of Paul’s Letter to the Colossians

Ezra “set his heart to study the law of the Lord, and to practice it, and to teach His statutes and ordinances in Israel” (Ezra 7:10). In the same way, we should give ourselves to the study, practice, and teaching of God’s Word. Such requires skill, diligence, and a lifelong commitment to study. It should also be the joy of our hearts. “O how I love Thy law!” the Psalmist wrote. “It is my meditation all the day” (Psalm 119:97).

Course Description

Bible Seminar 6 is a guided study of Paul’s Letter to the Colossians. Course material is based on Steps to Bible Knowledge, a handbook of inductive Bible study methods. The sixth course in the New Testament series of the Bible Seminar Curriculum, Bible Seminar 6 is best taken after completing Bible Seminar 1 through 5. Students who have not completed these earlier courses, however, can still benefit from Bible Seminar 6 and successfully complete all steps.

Weekly Class Schedule


Bible Seminar 6 is a fourteen-week course. Teachers and students meet once each week for ninety minutes. Classroom time is divided between lecture and discussion. Students should arrive at class a few minutes early so that instruction can begin on time.

Assignments


In preparation for class each week, students should complete the assigned exercises. The assignments associated with each lesson are due at the start of the class that covers that lesson. This means that the homework assignment for Lesson 2 is due at the start of class 2. No homework is assigned for the first day of class, Lesson 1.


Homework assignments generally require three hours to complete. Students should turn in completed homework assignments to their discussion group leader at the end of each class. The course is available as a Microsoft Word document file for those wishing to do homework assignments on their computers. Those choosing to exercise this option should, nevertheless, submit their homework on paper.

Course Completion


To successfully complete this course, students must:

1. finish all assignments and turn them in to the discussion group leaders in a timely manner

2. attend class each week, not missing more than three classes

A high level of dedication and faithfulness is necessary to complete Bible Seminar courses. Students should carefully count the cost and commit the matter to God in prayer. Should they begin the course, they should make every effort to complete it.

“3 Hour Point”


Students should feel free to consider their homework completed after three hours’ work, regardless of where they are in the week’s assignment. Students choosing to exercise this option should simply write “3 Hour Point” in the margin of the homework and stop. When instructors see this note, they will treat the assignment as completed.

Auditing Bible Seminar


All are welcome to attend Bible Seminar classes even if they are unable to do the homework assignments. They are welcome to listen to the lectures, complete whatever portion of the assignments they are able, and participate in the discussion groups.

Inductive Bible Study Methods

The approach to Bible study presented here is best described as inductive. Inquiry begins at the word level and moves to the sentence level, paragraph level, section level, book level, and finally to the meaning of the Bible as a whole. In this way, you will move from the text of Scripture to general principles and doctrines by which to live, progressing from the particular to the general. 

Inductive Bible study can be contrasted with deductive study. In the latter, a teacher instructs students in doctrine and uses Scripture to confirm that teaching. Here the student moves from the general (doctrine) to the specific (the meaning of a particular verse). This approach has its uses but can lead to error when church doctrine and theological conclusions are given undue authority.


An important aspect of inductive Bible study is the joy of discovery. As you observe the text and analyze its message, you will gain new insights into God’s Word. It is  hoped that the excitement of discovery will spur you forward and God’s truth will become personal convictions by which to live.
This process can easily be spoiled by reading notes in study-Bibles, commentaries, and other reference works. For this reason, try not to look at outside reference works, including book outlines, until you have completed your own study of the text.

Bible Seminar Curriculum


Bible Seminar 6 is part of the Bible Seminar Curriculum, a fourteen-course series written to guide the Christian student through a book-by-book study of the Bible. Because of the New Testament’s importance to Christians, the curriculum begins in the New Testament and proceeds to the Old Testament. Bible Seminar 1 is a study of the Gospel of Luke and the first half of the Acts of the Apostles. The course provides an overview of Christ’s life and the history of the early church. Bible Seminar 1 continues with a study of the first two books of the New Testament to be written: The Letter of James (30 to 49 ad) and Paul’s Letter to the Galatians (49 ad). Bible Seminar 2 through 5 present the remaining chapters of the Acts of the Apostles and the other books of the New Testament in approximately the chronological order in which they were written. Bible Seminar 6 is an in-depth study of Paul’s Letter to the Colossians in which the student applies the inductive study methods of Steps to Bible Knowledge to the text. Bible Seminar courses 7 through 13 cover the books of the Old Testament, again presenting them in approximately chronological. Bible Seminar 14 is an in-depth study of the Book of Jonah applying the methods of Steps to Bible Knowledge.

Identifying Independent Clauses

[To Be Completed During Class 4]

In preparation for the homework assignment for Lesson 5, the worksheet on the next page will be completed in class. For each verse, write an “S” above the subject of each clause. The subject is the word in the clause that is most closely related to the verb. It is the person or thing about which something is being said, or who is doing the action, or who is receiving the action of a passive verb. For example, in the verse, “God is love” (1 John 4:16), God is the subject.

Next, identify the verb in each clause. The verb is the word or phrase that expresses action (pray, study, write) or expresses a state of being. This defines the two kinds of verbs.

· Action verbs express things that the subject does. In the verse, “Jesus touched their eyes” (Matthew 20:34), “Jesus” is the subject and “touched” is the verb. What is being asserted about Jesus is that he “touched their eyes.” Some action verbs have a direct object. This is the person or thing that directly receives the action. In Matthew 20:34, “eyes” is the direct object.
· Linking verbs link the subject to an assertion much like an equal sign. Consequently, sentences with linking verbs say something about the state or condition of the subject. The most common linking verb is the verb to be. Other linking verbs are seem, appear, feel, and become. Linking verbs link the subject to either a noun (called a predicate noun), pronoun (predicate pronoun), adjective (predicate adjective), or adverb (predicate adverb).

As explained in the introduction to Steps to Bible Knowledge, the book presents thirty or so inductive Bible study methods. Not all are intended to be applied to every text. It is best to think of them like tools in a chest. As a workman takes from his tool chest only the tools necessary for the task at hand, so these Bible study methods are intended for use only when suitable. Some study methods you will want to apply to every text you study. Step 8, outlining the book, may be such a step. Other steps, such as Step 15, diagramming important sentences, is best suited for those who enjoy the study of grammar. Some steps you will apply frequently; others rarely or not at all. Steps 9 through 15, for example, strongly emphasize the grammatical information in Scripture. Some will find these methods especially helpful. Others may not. Whichever the case, do your best to learn each method. Later you can select the ones that work best for you.

Colossians 3:5-13 (NET)
